School Banking

A school banking service is available to students who hold Commonwealth Dollarmites or Youth
Saver accounts. Encouraging children to make small regular deposits to a bank account helps them to
develop good savings habits and awareness of the value of money. Students who wish to deposit
money should bring bank books (with the deposit slip filled in) and money to school on Tuesday
morning. The deposits are processed on Thursday during the morning and the bank books returned to
students by their class teacher.
