¶ Celebrating the Sacrament of Reconciliation 

¶ Receiving the Holy Eucharist 

¶ Praying for the Pope and being in union with his intentions as we commit to living active 

mercy 

Make the Profession of Faith 

The Diocese of Parramatta has chosen the theme ñMercy has a Faceò. Here in St Patrickôs, a 

centrepiece of the jubileeôs symbolism is a boat, recalling the frightened disciples on the Sea of 

Galilee. This links us to ponder the threatening and stormy realities of life for ourselves, for  

others and for each part of Godôs creation. The Jubilee announces a new Godôs mercy with us. 

Mercy is Godôs sea of love. It is the shape of His unconditional love, reaching out to embrace 

every experience of suffering, shame, indignity and marginalisation. 

 

Take time to walk through the ôMercy Has A Faceô exhibition in the Blessed Sacrament 

Chapel. 
Start your journey by reading the scripture story displayed in the boat. You can write a prayer if 

you wish and place it in the boat then walk clockwise around the chapel. Follow the sequence of 

canvasses and special intentions that invite your kind contribution of prayer. May your time in 

the Cathedral encourage your share in Godôs mission, your call to be the face of Godôs mercy in 

the World.
